My Ph.D. thesis was modeling and control of “Fluidized Bed Heat Exchanger System” using Analog and
Digital computers. At lIT Delhi, a computer lab that housed an analog machine, a digital machine and
the Fluidized bed heat exchanger system was set up in the late seventies! It was called the ‘Hybrid
Computer Lab’. It was a luxury for me to have an exclusive hybrid system for modeling and control of
the heat exchanger in those days!

In 1981, the IBM PC was released in the market with Intel 8088 chip and Microsft’s DOS operating
system. Then, the PC revolution started with Apple releasing its own Mac computers. Now, after
decades, we are entering into another revolution.

Quantum Leap: Beyond the Binary

Enter quantum computing - a realm where the laws of quantum mechanics dictate computation.
Unlike classical computers that rely on bits, quantum computers utilize quantum bits or qubits. Qubits
harness the unique principles of superposition and entanglement, allowing them to exist in multiple
states simultaneously and share correlations beyond what classical bits can achieve.

The Fundamental Difference

Analog computers compute through direct representation of physical variables, whereas digital
machines process discrete data using bits. Quantum computers, on the other hand, exploit quantum
phenomena to process information in ways that defy classical computational boundaries. In alayman’s
language, Current Digital machines are SINGLE LANE Transporters whereas Quantum machines are
MULTI-LANE Transporters making it possible to achieve enormous speed & capability.

For instance,
complex optimization problems, cryptographic algorithms, drug discovery simulations, and
understanding molecular structures could be revolutionized by harnessing quantum supremacy.

The Present Landscape:

Today, several companies such as IBM, Google and research institutions have built small-scale
guantum computers with dozens of qubits. These machines are still in their early stages, prone to
errors, and not yet capable of outperforming classical computers for most tasks. However, they're
starting to demonstrate their potential in specific areas like drug discovery, materials science, and
financial modeling.

One noteworthy example is IBM's Quantum Experience platform, which allows anyone with an
internet connection to experiment with a few-qubit quantum computers. This democratization of
technology is crucial for fostering innovation and accelerating the development of practical
applications.

Challenges on the Horizon

Despite the promising prospects, quantum computing faces hurdles such as maintaining qubit stability,
error correction, and scalability. The delicate nature of qubits makes them susceptible to de-coherence
- the loss of quantum information. Overcoming these challenges is essential for realizing the full
potential of quantum computing in practical applications.

We have damaged our planet by polluting air and water, depleting forests, littering every part of the planet with
wastes to the extent that, it’s just a matter of time before earth becomes inhabitable. Migrating to a new planet to
solve all these problems sounds to be an easier solution. But in reality, mankind is nowhere near ready to fly off this
planet for good.

So, taking immediate actions to save our planet has become inevitable.

Thanks to the initiatives taken by various organizations and companies, “sustainability” and “eco-friendly” have

become the buzz words. Companies in many fields such as food, logistics, medicine, fashion and space to name a
few have started taking initiatives to incorporate sustainability into their current workflow as well as into future
projects.

While we look up to space agencies to find us new habitable planets, they are also incorporating sustainability in
various aspects of space exploration; through the use of 3R’s REDUCE, REUSE, RECYCLE.

REUSE

Use of reusable rockets is a big step as it helps in reducing the cost of space
explorations and reduces a lot of space debris (trash in space). NASA first came up
with sustainable spacecrafts like Challenger, Discovery, Atlantis and Endeavor.
Similarly, SpaceX succeeded in creating reusable launch vehicle (rocket)-Falcon 9.
ISRO is also developing technologies like RLV-TD as a step towards making its own
reusable rockets.

REDUCE

Manufacturing equipment and vehicles for space exploration is not only expensive, but it also creates a lot of wastes.
In contrast to traditional methods of scraping, the use of 3D printing technology which uses just the right amount of
materials required, is contributing in reducing wastes.

RECYCLE

In space explorations, carrying things to space is very difficult
and expensive. So NASA has developed a Refabricator which
recycles plastics and converts it into polymer bars to make new
objects like cutlery, wrench, small equipment parts etc. needed
on board using 3D printers.

It even recycles the plastic packaging material which is used to
wrap things while carrying them into space.

The international space station even recycles resources such as oxygen and water. 98% of water used on board is
recycled and converted into pure drinkable water. These technologies have helped in reducing the dependency on
supply deliveries from earth which are extremely expensive.

While industries & government organizations are focusing on sustainability, there are many initiatives started by
small companies and individuals which are extremely effective and needs more recognition. Following are few
inventions and initiatives from India as compiled by MTG, an educational blog.

Rice husk furniture

Four IIT Kharagpur students developed a method to make
furniture from husk which is leftover after separating rice grains.
This husk is usually wasted but if used effectively, this innovation
can help reduce deforestation.

Edible cutlery

A Telangana-based entrepreneur started an eco-
friendly unit to produces edible cutlery using
wheat, salt, and millet mixed with rice. These
edible cutleries withstand hot and cold liquids and
do not break, dissolve or crumble.

Natural dyes made from temple flowers

A social entrepreneur from Bihar, has refined the natural dye
procurement process from flowers placed in religious places

and uses it to create natural dyes for khadi clothing.

According to Caliedoscope (website), a Gujarat-based
company has innovated a technique to recycle Tetrapak
and plastic material into reusable building material such as
roof sheets, furniture etc.

There are many interesting inventions and innovations from Japan.
InnoUvators, a website which introduces visionaries and technologies
introduces Muraki Kazumi, who developed a small suitcase size portable
CO2 collecting device when he was a teenager. Invented in 2017, this
device absorbs CO2 and purifies the surrounding.

After joining Tokyo University, Muraki-san is now working on using the
CO2 absorbed by his device and converting it into useful resources like
Methane. He says that by using his latest invention, products such as
clothes, pet bottles and practically anything which are created by
petroleum by-products can be now created using the CO2 absorbed from
atmosphere.
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Many initiatives and efforts by various organizations, companies and individuals are bringing hope but the
herculean task of remediating earth, its atmosphere and ecosystems can be possible only if each one of us do our
part.

We all can contribute by making small changes to our actions by doing the same things in a sustainable way! It can
be as simple as opting for eco bag instead of a plastic bag or using bicycle instead of car for small errands or throw
trash in right recycle bins.

We should never think that a small sustainable action of an individual won’t have any effect. Imagine the impact it

would make if billions of humans do it together! We can save EARTH @ our precious home!

Cricket, a sport steeped in tradition and history particularly of Indians, is finding new roots in the most
unexpected places. One such place is the Land of the Rising Sun, a country renowned for its
technological prowess, rich in culture and heritage, and traditional sports like sumo wrestling and judo.

Actively involved in introducing cricket to Japanese
schools, the JCA has played a crucial role in cultivating a love for the game among the younger
generation. JCA is affiliated to International Cricket Council (ICC) since 1995.

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Coffee and Corporate - From Waste to Compost!

In the corporate world, won't you agree that coffee is often the fuel for our efficiency in work. Every
office building will have coffee machines. Depends on the size of the corporate/factory, the coffee
grounds used will be in many KGs each day. But have you ever wondered what happens to those coffee
grounds afterwards? Sadly, it goes to burnable waste! ... % 2 F=LNEE LY,

But what if we can use this waste effectively? After we use the
coffee grounds there are still lots of life (nutrient) left for

reusing . But we ignore this completely! &@.

Actually, Coffee grounds are rich in Nitrogen. We can make rich
“compost” out of this. But composting needs Carbon as well.
The solution is right in front of us in the corporate itself. Yes.
"Shredded papers" from office. So, with both the waste
materials from corporate/factory, we can make a useful compost.

Compost = "Used Coffee Grounds" + "Shredded paper"

How to make composting? Is it difficult?
Nope. Very easy. Let's break it down.

1. Have a big garden bucket (min 45L). Make a few holes in the
sides to allow air to pass through so that the microorganisms can do
their job better.
2.  Add layer of shredded paper and then add another layer of
coffee grounds. Sprinkle some water. (not too much).
3. Repeat above step and fill up the bucket.
4.  Kickstart the composting activity by adding effective
microorganisms. There are multiple ways to do this. To list a few.
a. Finished compost
b. Ground soil (which is not chemically fed)
c. yogurt (contains Lactobacillus)
d. Bokashi (available online) contains beneficial Microorganisms.
Any of the above can be added in the layers in-between. That's it.

Now, we have setup the Composting process to kick start.

_‘@'_ Tips: Cardboard boxes can also be added which will increase the composition of Carbon.

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In a couple of days, this mixture will get heated up. It means the process is starting in a good way. The
heat will initially go up to 40~50 degree and then slowly it will cool down. After the cool-down mix the
whole stuff to add some air. This oxygen introduction will increase the composting process. In each week,
do this mixing step. Slowly and slowly, you can notice the change in the texture of the composting

materials.
Mix Coffee . Use it for Plants
Grounds + N Do C(:g::zc;:tmg » as Fertilizer and
Paper P enrich soil

In case, if no change happened in weeks time, then there is something wrong. Either the mixture is very
dry or very watery. Adjust this accordingly so that process can start working. As both the materials
(shredded paper + coffee) are in their small structures it is easy for the composting process to complete.
We can wait for around 4 -6 months time (it depends on various parameters and contents) to harvest the
Nutritious compost!

This finished compost is an excellent medium for soil enrichment, full of
organic materials and rich with nutrients. Plants will love this!

Even a small step counts and by composting our used coffee grounds, we're
doing our part in reducing waste and contributing to a healthier planet.

We cannot wait for any change to happen automatically.
As Mahatma Gandhi said, Be the change! Let’s start the change from ourselves! So why wait? Go and

Buying a house in )apan

Gentle disclaimer: My personal experiences, yours may vary.

Owning a home is an important milestone in life for everyone. It is probably the biggest purchase in your
lifetime. Depending on the type of your purchase, it can be an exhausting, yet pleasant experience.
Japan is a mature market that has simplified the purchasing process. It may consume a good amount of
your time, but dealing with it patiently helps you overcome the anxiety. This article tries to answer some
questions you may commonly have during the process of buying.

| have decided to buy a house. How much can | afford?

Banks generally use roughly 7 to 8 times of your annual salary (gross) as a starting number to decide on
how much house you can purchase.
Example: A person making 10 million a year can likely afford to buy a 70 to 80 million house

Alternatively, use an online calculator like this one to find what you can afford. Input just 2 things: (1)
how much you are willing to pay every month as installment (2) loan interest rate.
https://suumo.jp/edit/simulator/

| am confused between choosing a 70 million house and an 80 million house.

Japan home loan (variable) interest rates are very attractive. For every 1-million-yen loan, repayment
is only a few thousand yen.

Example: For a 0.5% interest rate, 1 million loan you will repay 2,600 yens a month. (loan period 35
years). For a 10 million loan, you will repay 26,000 yens (2,600 x 10). If your budget allows an extra
26,000 a month, you can very well choose an 80-million-yen house.

What is the true cost of owning a house?

Equal Monthly Installments / EMI (Principal you borrowed + Interest) is the minimum amount you will
pay in a month whereas rent is the maximum amount you will pay if you do not own.

One-time cost at the time of buying: Roughly these add up to 8% of your purchase price Property
Acquisition Tax / Real estate Agent commission (generally 5%) / Bank loan processing &
guarantor fee / Maintenance cost initial lump sum (for an apartment) / Registration / Contract
paperwork.

Monthly costs: It is not just EMI, but more. Add up to a minimum of 20% of your EMI for these.
Consider all these costs. keep them below 25% take home pay to be stress-free.
Property Tax / Insurance (Fire, Earthquake) / Maintenance (Regular, Planned & Emergency) /
Car Parking (for an apartment) / Home Security (for an independent house) / Housekeeping (in
case you want to get outside help for cleaning)

Apartment or Independent house. Which one should | buy?

Both have advantages and disadvantages.

It takes more energy (=cost) to heat or cool an independent house. Apartments generally have a
designated garbage area, mostly accessible 24 hours. Independent houses require great discipline in
handling garbage.

(All rooms in) same floor living in an apartment can be a lot easy compared to climbing up and down via
steep stairs, especially 3-storey independent houses.

A maintenance company is in place at an apartment for all the monthly maintenance work (outside of
your home). Independent house requires a lot of effort from your side to deal with multiple vendors for
any maintenance needs.

Noisy/active kids (cute little ones), inviting a bunch of guests, throwing an occasional party, free car
parking, enjoying a higher volume tv/music all are possible without much of an issue in an independent
house. Apartments can be tough for this basic living freedom too.

Land that comes with an independent house generally does not depreciate.
Merits of owning a house in Japan

Home loan variable interest rates are unbelievably low (Currently less than 0.5%). The Japanese
government also offers a 0.7% to 1% tax deduction. You will be able to receive back a total of 2 to 4.8
million yen over a period of 10 to 13 years. This amount considerably offsets the interest you pay over
a long period of time.

Some complicated questions require more learning and talking to homeowners.

Negotiating price, how to choose a builder, customizing layout to your liking, is it worth buying a
combined housing (Living + Rental income), If | am not living can | rent it out, etc.

and finally ...

Expect to spend lots of time with your real estate agent on most weekends/ holidays before you make
a purchase. Men generally look to find out financial burden/ benefits, accessibility to work, whereas
women look for comfortable living & peaceful child raising. It is important to line up all your priorities
(Location/ Community/ Price/ Layout etc.) together as a couple. But remember, you won't be able to
get all of them. Sacrificing some priorities will be essential. There is nothing called a ‘forever’ home.
Lifestyle changes do occur. Having an exit plan in mind while you buy is helpful. Good luck with your
home buying.
